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The Dedication of Children

As a church we would like to welcome you, the parent(s) as you bring your child(ren) in dedication to the Lord.  The following information is intended to prepare you all for this very important and happy event in your lives.

It is necessary to point out that a dedication service is not the same as a christening, nor is it a substitute for it.  Dedication is a witness to the place of God in our family lives and an acknowledgement that we and ours belong to Him.

Dedication means giving thanks to God

This is an occasion to thank God for the birth and life of your child(ren).  (Please read Psalm 127:3; 1 Samuel 1: 21-28;  Luke 2: 21-33).

Dedication is a time for rejoicing when we, together with family, friends and church, give thanks to God for all His mercies.

Dedication means honouring God as parent(s).
We need to ask God for help so that we can bring our children up in the right way; in a way that pleases Him.  (Deuteronomy 6: 4-7;  Proverbs 22:6;  Ephesians 6: 1-4;  Colossians 3: 20-21).

When the prayer of dedication takes place the congregation will be asked to stand with you indicating their commitment to pray God’s blessing upon you as you seek to fulfil this responsibility.

Dedication means honouring God in our own lives.
God is calling all of us to follow Him through faith in His Son Jesus Christ who died to take away our sin and is now risen from the dead so as to bring us to God.  (John 3:16;  Luke 5:11;  Acts 16:31;  Hebrews 1:1-2).

As we follow Christ daily, may our lives be a good example for our children to follow.

About the Service

It is a joy and a privilege for us to share in the dedication of your child(ren).  We believe this to be a very special occasion in the eyes of God Almighty and therefore wish to make the service as memorable as possible.

The dedication will, unless agreed otherwise, normally take place as a special part of our Sunday morning service.  The date will be agreed upon by both the parent(s) and minister.

At the appropriate part in the service you will be asked to come forward with your child(ren).

After a hymn/song the minister will say the following words:


CHRISTIAN parents desire to acknowledge God in all their ways and to give thanks to Him for the joy of parenthood.  In the presence of fellow believers they seek His grace, guidance and wisdom to train their children in the ways of the Lord.  We therefore welcome in Christ’s Name, our friends who have brought their child to be dedicated to the Lord.

Then some words from Scripture will be read aloud by the minister.

The parents will be asked to stand and the minister will say


In presenting your child to the Lord do you promise that to the best of your ability by prayer, precept and example, you will instruct him/her and bring him/her up in the ways of the Lord?

Response:  We do.

The minister will then address the congregation.


Do you acknowledge your responsibility, with that of Christian parents, of teaching and training children so that in due course they may come to the knowledge of the Lord Jesus Christ as Saviour and become members of His Church?  If so will you signify your acceptance of this responsibility by standing?

After appropriate comments the minister should take the child in his arms and, pronouncing the child’s name aloud, offer prayer, dedicating the child to God and to His service in the Name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.

We provide a crèche at our Sunday morning services (10.30 am) as well as ‘King’s Kids’ (Sunday School).  You and your family will always be welcome.  We look forward to seeing you on future occasions.
