Several people commented on the fact that it had been harder this time to find time/energy/concentration to pray – opposition! We do have an enemy fighting against us, there is persecution, as in Acts and for Daniel, but we know our God is for us and will protect us. Psalm 37.                                                                                                                                      Today the sky over Fairfield was a huge contrast of sunshine and very dark clouds. Is this indicative of the spiritual at F.P (light of God and the darkness of the enemy)?
 Foundations are important and to build on these. We are not to rush in and do things in our own strength.
“I want to nurture my people”.                                                                                                                        A picture was given of a transparent dome over Fairfield Park and the impression that God was putting it there to be a green house; to accelerate growth.                                                                         New seedlings would become plants. John 17:23 -26; there needs to be unity with each other and unity between us and God.                                                                                                The dome is transparent which means that the people inside can see what is going on outside of it, and those outside can see in.                                                                                                      The dome is like those at the Eden Project and here specialist plants grow which can’t be grown elsewhere in UK. Interestingly the new hairdresser on Faifield Park is called Eden as are the School caterers.
Relationships are vital: our relationship with God and our growth /outreach needs to be through relationships.                                                                                                  We are being called to be friends of God and friends to others to draw them in. John 15:15. Two songs came to mind: “Bind us together in love” and “What a friend I’ve found...”                                                                                                                  There needs to be consistency in our relationship with God and with others. It is a partnership in which we abide in Him and shine for Him, and others will come in through what they see in us.                                                                                                        The light of Christ will reflect from us and although it will be imperfect because we are, the more of Jesus in us means the more of Jesus will be reflected from us. We do need to be real with people so they can relate to us.

For with you is the fountain of life; in your light we see light. Continue your love to those who know you, your righteousness to the upright in heart.                                                                                          God is the fountain of life and truth. Reminded of the woman at the well in Samaria to whom Jesus gave living water (John 4) – it was water/well of truth coming from Christ. The fountain is the source of truth and as truth goes out from us, we are giving life. We need to be consistent and not compromise on the truth.                                                                                                                                        Invitation to the Thirsty – Isaiah 55:1-2. "Come, all you who are thirsty, come to the waters; and you who have no money, come, buy and eat! Come, buy wine and milk without money and without cost. 2 Why spend money on what is not bread, and your labour on what does not satisfy? Listen, listen to me, and eat what is good and your soul will delight in the richest of fare.                                                                                                                 Zechariah 13:1. Cleansing From Sin:  "On that day a fountain will be opened to the house of David and the inhabitants of Jerusalem, to cleanse them from sin and impurity.”                                                                                                                         Jeremiah 2:13 "My people have committed two sins: They have forsaken me, the spring of living water, and have dug their own cisterns, broken cisterns that cannot hold water. God is the spring of living water, but also 2 warnings here for the church:
a. We need to be careful not to forsake God
b. We need to be careful not to dig our own cisterns – own programmes.
[bookmark: 1]We are not to be judgemental. Matthew 7:1-2:  "Do not judge, or you too will be judged. 2 For in the same way you judge others, you will be judged, and with the measure you use, it will be measured to you. Jesus did not judge the Samaritan woman. 
We need to be a tightly knit family who are being healed, so when people come in, they stay and get healed themselves. People can see a difference in us in our witness and love. 
Fruit and gifting. Matthew 7:16. “By their fruit you will know them” . We are producing good fruit at FCC.  We need to encourage and pray for each other to see a ‘blooming’ of our gifting – lots of gifting to be released. We need to pray for personal guidance and corporate guidance.
We saw a direct link between the dome which is the green house and the plants developing and the fountain of spiritual water (Christ), as the plants will need this water in the greenhouse to grow and develop. We need to encourage the release of gifting and also give good teaching on gifting.
