Below are the reflections from our recent evening of prayer

Jesus the head. Jesus was standing near a glade of trees with his arms outstretched waiting for people to run to him to know they’re loved.
The church’s one foundation is Jesus Christ our Lord. Jesus is the cornerstone – angles everything else; the capstone/keystone.

Firm foundations. God has been establishing a firm foundation for what he intends to build – it is not completed yet, but is in progress. We need to make sure we build on firm foundations in order that the building is stable. Psalm 127:1-2. The firm foundations, basic firm foundations,  will be how we walk with people and disciple them (such as through materials like the Freedom in Christ materials), especially with new people.

Being obedient. It is important that we individually and collectively listen to God so that he can confirm to us what is on his heart.                                                                                                                                               If we will listen to the Holy Spirit he will tell us what God is calling us as church to be.
If we look at what God is blessing we will see the kernel of his intention.                                                                We may need to examine what we are doing, prune it, and cut it back so that we are only doing what God has asked us to do.                                                                                                                                         We need to be throwing our nets out at the right time and in the right places.

Steps of involvement. Some of us may need to stop procrastinating and get involved – little steps to begin with. Everything God is prompting us to do will begin with little steps of obedience.
When God calls us we don’t need to back off, God will provide, just as he provided Aaron to speak for Moses in Exodus 3-5.
