This is a summary of our week of prayer. Remember you may not have a great deal of free time to pray, but please continue to pray in the time you have and ask God to show you something either for yourself, or the church at large.

WEDNESDAY am;
This is the year of Jubilee.
God will accomplish His will through specific words of His Spirit and confirmed by His Word.
The springs in Fairfield will burst forth and cause a river of life. (Ezekiel 47) The water flowing from the temple gets rapidly deeper. How deep will we go with God this year? Are we willing to take the next steps?
We need to understand that the Spirit of the sovereign Lord is upon me... This is the year of the Lord, the year of Jubilee.
It is also the year of the Queen’s jubilee
In the midst of this expectation we must remember that going deeper with the Lord requires that we spend time with him together and on our own.
The Olympic flame will pass through the land this year and people will come out to see it. We carry the torch of God’s Spirit within us and people will be drawn to it and will take him into their homes.
The torch bearers are not self-elected, they are chosen, but they do have to co-operate wit the call, likewise with us.
God may be asking us to walk around the development, perhaps even with a torch and just as the singing at Christmas penetrated homes, so will the light from the torch.
God encouraged us not to give up meeting together and even more so as we see the day approaching! (Hebrews 10).
Other prayers;
* The future use of St. Luke’s
* Robin and the completion of the community centre
* People in business and knowing God’s guidance and peace in being salt and light where they are.
* Those returning to school, either as students or teachers
* The people, especially men, we have ‘warm’ contact with, and that they will be drawn into closer relationship with Christ (We can do the spade work around the trees where Godd is working, putting ourselves out for the sake of the lost.


WEDNESDAY pm;
Psalm 78:19 - the people were in the desert and God provided water and food. God will meet our needs. 3 million were provided for over 40 years. He will meet the needs of finances, creche, nursery, building. Let’s not forget the miracles of the past, but remember that God will provide. Walk with God hand in hand, not ahead or behind, but beside.
Thank you for the works done in lives so far. Each of us is meant to hear what God is saying.
 
Tree and roots : reminder of the river flowing from the temple and the trees beside it. Deep roots allow the tree to flourish. It takes time to develop deep roots, and only happens if we spend time with him. The canopy of the tree only grows in proportion with the depth of the roots. How and where we find time will be different for all of us.

Thank you for faithfulness of provision in people. 

It is his idea and his fingerprints all over this. Like a parent hands he will guide us so that we will not be wayward children.

Eagle - Isaiah 40:31, Psalm 103:35. - The eagle sheds its feathers then is stronger than it was before. It will be important for those that are mature Christians going forward. We also need to rise up and soar with the Lord. Need to read and dwell in the Word so that we know God and will overcome, seeing things from above, as He sees them, looking down, God's perspective not man's.

Is the Lord's arm too short to accomplish this? If God is for us who can be against us? So don't be worried about how God will do things, just do what he puts into our hands day by day. Those he calls he equips. He will stretch us but not beyond what we can do, and he will give us what we need. 

We can't make any leaves grow, but we can make the conditions for growth right. Being friendly, kind and helpful to those around us that we know creates the right conditions. Nobody is born a Christian yet we are Christians now, it is not down to persuasive arguments but by his power.

Proverbs 4:18 the way of the righteous is like the first gleam of the dawn, shining ever brighter until the full light of day. 4:20+ guard your heart... Look straight ahead, don't get sidetracked. 

1Corinthians 1:3 Being comforters and knowing the father of all comfort, we can comfort others as we have been comforted by God. 

1Corinthians 15:58 stand firm let nothing move you, for your labour in the Lord is not in vain. Though we don't see immediate results the seed grows silently in the ground. We are asked to sow. At the proper time you will reap a harvest. Help us to have your eyes to see what is going on and not grow disheartened. 2Thessalonians 3:13

Prayer for children and King's Kids workers. Ecclesiastes 11:1-6 give portion to seven or eight for you do not know... We cannot understand the ways of the Lord so sow in the morning and the evening.

Light, torchlight - do not hide your light under a bushel. Just shine, be yourself, wherever you are. God within us will shine to others. Matthew 5:15

Thursday am:

Malachi 3 There will be open heavens above us when we bring what he has already given us. Genesis 7:11 The springs were opened, unleashed. In Genesis 2 nothing grew until the mist rose and the river flowed. 

How deep will we be prepared to go. We need living water in us. Not stagnant.

God is a rewarder of those who diligently seek him, but is the reward why we seek him? He says seek him with all your heart. 

Prayer and fasting. Hebrews – The people had faith and yet never saw what they were waiting for come into being.

Blessed are those who hunger and thirst after righteousness for they shall be filled.

A covenant keeping God.

Lay down all the things that hinder us so that we can experience more of God.

Where brothers dwell in unity, like the dew of Hermen, equivalent to the saturation in the garden of Eden.

When I am lifted up I will draw all men to myself. 

We are to root out apathy and contentment in our lives, that people will want more in God. 
Inspire us with supernatural inspiration and creativity and imagination to think beyond what we normally do. 

Help us to see people as God sees them, to see with spiritual eyes, to spot those who are hurting, to hear the words that he wants to speak into people's lives, to be led by the Spirit of God.

People are identified by their fingerprints, we have God's fingerprint on us. We need to recognise that we have the glory of God on us. It is the distinctiveness of the presence of God. Lamentations 4:2.

Friday am:

Genesis 13:14-17 walk around pray around the development put in leaflets. God blessed Abram and then told him to walk around the inheritance. We are to be deliberate and diligent in how we pray for the development.

Search for the hero inside yourself, search for the secret you hide, until you find the key to your life. (M people)

Repair the honour of my name at Fairfield. Church ruined / ruined church. Sept 2006
Give us an overview of what you are doing. Be the God of the breakthrough. A revival happening here!!!!!
Lives will be changed. Those that have been damaged by the church will come back to the Lord.

Picture of a well under the ground. There are untapped resources in this place, good things that are hidden under the surface. It has been there for years and years and years a deposit from God, and as yet it has not surfaced. A bit like oil reserves that need to be drilled for.
Test bore holes. When we hit oil we will really hit oil!
River coming up from the springs in the ground. All linked.

Friday pm:

The fragrance of the Lord - it attracts and leaves the aroma behind.
‘Adopt a block’ to walk and pray for. 
Oil of the Lord – is gold not black, darkness cannot mix or contaminate the Christian, oil that is drilled has to be refined before it is useful.

Father to the fatherless, - to the single, widowed, what about us a church, what about the young people. Give us compassion for those that have become lost, help us to restore what has been lost through the absence of fathers.

Lots of gentle spray fountains all over the development. The Lord will direct our paths to those areas to pray and new life will come.

The school is a hub for the development and the hand of blessing is on the church.

Psalm 46 the streams make glad the city of God, she will not fall... The God of Jacob is our fortress. People will come and ask why are they so peaceful.
"Always give the glory back to God, do not seek it for yourself, always give it back to yourself."

May the scales fall from people's eyes, may we keep our focus on you.
Help us to not be insular and reach out to others. Help us not to be fearful of sharing our faith with others. Help us to recognise that fear does not come from you and overcome it. If God is for us who can stand against us?

Pray that the children's learning penetrates their hearts. Let their roots go down now. A generation that will rise up and stand for you.

Then we can be there for the sick and the hurting, not to be insular. Look after selves initially so we can of great benefit to the needy. So it is not stony ground. We need to be strong and healthy in our core.
Psalm 133 - it is good and pleasant where God's people dwell in unity. Healthy church and unity then God can command the blessing.

10-13s group - keep your hand upon them. Strength to the parents. 

Be obedient and faithful in the small things, then watch and see what I will do, I will enlarge your tent.

He wants us to be diligent and to have intercessors. Church should be excellent.

I believe in Jesus (song) he is the centre of all we do.
