Monday am

Hosea 10:12

and break up your unplowed ground; for it is time to seek the LORD, 
until he comes and showers his righteousness on you.

Protect our children
The foundations are built, now things will grow quickly.
2 Kings 19:29
 “This year you will eat what grows by itself, 
   and the second year what springs from that. 
But in the third year sow and reap, 
   plant vineyards and eat their fruit.”
 The prophecy refers to a three year cycle and as we enter the third year we were encouraged to look at what the word says) in the third year things will grow by itself, in the third year sow and reap, plant vineyards and eat their fruit.
We were all in a rowing boat, and rowing in sync, but there was no helmsman. People were steering the boat, but it left the rowers unbalanced. A full-time helmsman is needed to steer the boat in a straight line towards the destination.
Hope construction sign – seen in the development some time ago – many are looking to reconstruct their lives, we are to be a tool in God’s hands to help them be made new.
God has brought a growing number of people to the school who are Christians. He wants to bless and protect the children. God is drawing people to himself until the hall is overflowing. Link with the ‘near revival coming’ and being a place of safety.
Invest in the hall to see the light coming from the hall.
The hall was an asylum and the doors were locked keeping people in. Now the locks have been undone and people can let themselves in and out, yet they are still locked in their apartments. As we seek God he will reveal how we are to find ways to see people freed.

If God is telling us to plant vineyards we need to also build watch towers of prayer. It is these areas of prayer that will protect the vineyards.
Jesus came to set captives free, to turn lives around. Church is called to be light and welcome people home.

2 Samuel 22:29-31 
29 You, LORD, are my lamp;  the LORD turns my darkness into light. 
30 With your help I can advance against a troop;  with my God I can scale a wall. 
31 “As for God, his way is perfect: The LORD’s word is flawless; he shields all who take refuge in him.

28 Bread flour must be ground; Therefore he does not thresh it forever, Break it with his cartwheel, Or crush it with his horsemen.
