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During our evening of prayer this month we shared what has been a blessing this year, and what God has been doing amongst us. We also shared what had personally encouraged us. Below are some of the key words. The larger the text the more frequently that word was referred to by us.
· Family and children all get on so well
· New people from the development made to feel welcome
· Many different people and cultures/traditions represented
· Many people seem hungry to grow, through things like the ladies prayer breakfast
· Great sense of belonging / comfortable and right place to be
· Sense of community growing
· Discipleship groups are a place for openness and honesty
· Old pains healed
· King’s kids and family services – other events to invite people to.

What did God say to us?:
2Chronicles 7:14
if my people, who are called by my name, will humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, then will I hear from heaven and will forgive their sin and will heal their land.
If we are to see God do all he has announced we need to be serious about praying them into being.
Hosea 10:12
Sow for yourselves righteousness, reap the fruit of unfailing love, and break up your unploughed ground; for it is time to seek the LORD, until he comes and showers righteousness on you.
Sow righteousness and seek the Lord.
Keep a right heart and do what God wants.
2 Corinthians 5:14-21
For Christ's love compels us, because we are convinced that one died for all, and therefore all died. 
    15 And he died for all, that those who live should no longer live for themselves but for him who died for them and was raised again. 
    16 So from now on we regard no-one from a worldly point of view. Though we once regarded Christ in this way, we do so no longer. 
    17 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come! 
    18 All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation: 
    19 that God was reconciling the world to himself in Christ, not counting men's sins against them. And he has committed to us the message of reconciliation. 
    20 We are therefore Christ's ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us. We implore you on Christ's behalf: Be reconciled to God. 
    21 God made him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.
God calls us to understand that we are to operate under his instructions. We must spend more time in prayer, in communion with him so that we know what he requires of us.
Ezekiel 1:15-21
15 As I looked at the living creatures, I saw a wheel on the ground beside each creature with its four faces. 
    16 This was the appearance and structure of the wheels: They sparkled like chrysolite, and all four looked alike. Each appeared to be made like a wheel intersecting a wheel. 
    17 As they moved, they would go in any one of the four directions the creatures faced; the wheels did not turn about as the creatures went. 
    18 Their rims were high and awesome, and all four rims were full of eyes all around. 
    19 When the living creatures moved, the wheels beside them moved; and when the living creatures rose from the ground, the wheels also rose. 
    20 Wherever the spirit would go, they would go, and the wheels would rise along with them, because the spirit of the living creatures was in the wheels. 
    21 When the creatures moved, they also moved; when the creatures stood still, they also stood still; and when the creatures rose from the ground, the wheels rose along with them, because the spirit of the living creatures was in the wheels.
It was the Spirit who led them and there they went. So must we be.
Those led by the Spirit of God will be called sons of God.
Psalm 86:11-12
 11Teach me your way, O LORD, and I will walk in your truth; give me an undivided heart, that I may fear your name. 
    12 I will praise you, O Lord my God, with all my heart; I will glorify your name for ever. 
    13 For great is your love towards me; you have delivered me from the depths of the grave.
We need to remain open and teachable, responding to what he is showing us.
