Key messages from day of prayer and fasting
At FCC November 2010
Scriptures:
“Let us build up these towns,” he said to Judah, “and put walls around them, with towers, gates and bars. The land is still ours, because we have sought the LORD our God; we sought him and he has given us rest on every side.” So they built and prospered. (2Chr. 14:7)
Trust in the LORD with all your heart 
and lean not on your own understanding;  (Pro. 3:5)
The LORD answered Moses, “Is the LORD’s arm too short? Now you will see whether or not what I say will come true for you.”  (Num. 11:23)
The prayer of a righteous person is powerful and effective.  (Jam. 5:16b)
if my people, who are called by my name, will humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, and I will forgive their sin and will heal their land.  (2Chr. 7:14)
Sing to the LORD, praise his name; 
proclaim his salvation day after day. 
3 Declare his glory among the nations, 
his marvellous deeds among all peoples.  (Psa. 96:2-3)
Love and faithfulness meet together; 
righteousness and peace kiss each other. 
11 Faithfulness springs forth from the earth, 
and righteousness looks down from heaven. 
12 The LORD will indeed give what is good, 
and our land will yield its harvest. 
13 Righteousness goes before him 
and prepares the way for his steps.  (Psa. 85:10-13)
The LORD will establish you as his holy people, as he promised you on oath, if you keep the commands of the LORD your God and walk in obedience to him. 10 Then all the peoples on earth will see that you are called by the name of the LORD, and they will fear you.  (Deu. 28:9-10)
Commit to the LORD whatever you do, 
and he will establish your plans.  (Pro. 16:3)
So too, at the present time there is a remnant chosen by grace. 6 And if by grace, then it cannot be based on works; if it were, grace would no longer be grace.  (Rom. 11:5-6)
Remember this: Whoever sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and whoever sows generously will also reap generously.  (2Cor. 9:6) 
Key Points:
· We are doing the right things, we are to keep going, but also remember...
· It is God’s work and he will establish it.
· We are called to seek him, spend time with him, seek his face.
· In all he calls us to do we are to do it generously and he will bless it
· Everyone has a part to play, there are no passengers!
· The leaders must listen carefully to him
· He has placed people in the church at FCC as pillars, he will reveal them
· As we build we must follow his plans and designs and we will prosper
What have we done about it?:
· We are continuing to plan and meet, following the path he has led us on. 
The new term has a new programme of events and meetings, including things such as time to pray, discipleship groups, Sunday meetings, family services etc.
· We are continuing to seek God about the timing and progress of FCC as he has promised to establish the work and we are not to rush.
· The leaders meet every other week and pray, and we are planning to use regular prayer times during the term, including a specific day of prayer and fasting, to seek his face.
· We are called to be generous and then he will bless. We need to keep seeking him for guidance on what this word means and how we practically live it out.
· As part of our new year together, we are expecting to discover by making time in groups and possibly on a one to one basis, the things that we feel passionate about. Then we can seek God for how to encourage one another in the gifting he has given us.
· As leaders we meet once a fortnight together to pray and discuss. We also meet once a fortnight with the elders at KBC. Neil and Pauline will be taking time each week to pray around FP and for the church, seeking God for his plans and purposes.
· We need as a church to keep praying about who the pillars at FCC are and what God has called them to be.
· We all have a responsibility to keep seeking him for his guidance as we make plans and carry out events, that we might do all things in the power of his Holy Spirit.
